“Last Chance”

What Would You Do? 
Facing challenges and overcoming obstacles is the key dynamic that makes great television. Dramatic tension in reality based TV has never been more powerful, more edgy, more real than in Promofilm’s new show, “Last Chance.”  

In this one hour weekly, audiences get a close up and personal look into the lives of people who have been confronted with making the most challenging decision that can be made by a human being – a decision that forces them to choose between life and death. 

Each episode takes viewers on the most compelling reality-based television journey ever produced – the last days, weeks and months of a person who is facing death.  

Who are these people? They are not cancer victims, or people disfigured and maimed in car crashes or other horrible accidents, but regular, normal people who have “recently discovered” that they have a medical condition, a problem that must be dealt with and to correct it they are forced to make a “medical decision” that accompanies with it the prospect of their own demise.   

One week it could be a mother who has been advised that the baby she carries could kill her if she carries it to term.  Will she abort the baby to save her own life, or will she see the pregnancy through in the face of her own death?  (Note:  must add one or two more examples of what the “cases” are to give a better feeling for the potential “episodes) 

The show’s dramatic arc takes viewers on an emotional roller coaster ride that touches the wide range of emotions we possess as human beings and along the way creates a pop culture buzz that has people saying at water coolers -- “what would you do?” 

The one hour show will be divided into key segments that bring us closer to each episode’s key character.  We meet the people in the lives of each episodes main character – family, friends, coworkers, an old lover. These people, these situations, these meetings, these moments are the glue that creates an extraordinary sympathetic bond with the audience resulting in a powerful intimate connection. This is raw, hard-edged, emotionally charged TV at its best. 

In “Last Chance” we see people put their “house-in-order” as we move closer to the scariest, possibly last day of their life.  We learn what their final “wishes” are, we learn what would make their lives complete in the face of finality.  We learn what “they would do.” 
Maybe someone will want to meet the parent that abandoned them many years earlier, another may want to find a sibling or another relative they haven’t seen because of an argument so long ago, and still another may want to confront someone from whom they were abused – a father, a mother, a spouse; others may find closure with someone by seeing them one last time and hearing them say “I am sorry,” and to be complete yet another may need to hear the most powerful words in the world, “I love you.”  

The producers will be discreet and sensitive in the selection of those chosen to be featured in each episode.  While their dilemma is real, and the life-threatening situation true, each episode will end with the character surviving their ordeal and in-so doing enhances their life for being given a “Last Chance.”  

This reality based show is real people, not just in real situations, but in real life-threatening situations.  At no time has reality-based tv been so real, so dramatic, so vivid, so emotional, so compelling -- so great to watch.  
Promofilm’s new one hour reality based tv show will have all of America saying, if you were given a “Last Chance”  -- what would you do?
