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Customers are mysteriously dying in the aisles of one of the nation's leading upscale department store chains, Chenzo's.  Is there a connection between these deaths and the San Diego based retailer's introduction of "Sophia," an exclusive fragrance formulated by Les Flores, an Italian fragrance manufacturer?

A multi-billion dollar industry, fragrance companies manufacture and distribute any products they create with virtually no government regulation. However, FDA Agent, Tyson Chambers, a single father from Texas, gets a whiff of the Chenzo deaths, and is on to the biggest case of his life. 

When Camille LaRue, Les Flores' bright and compassionate Research Director becomes suspicious, her roommate is murdered, forcing Chambers and LaRue to look for those responsible for the rising death toll.
