Imagine, Ben Affleck working at Burger King. Brad Pitt at the deli counter in a supermarket. How about Gwyneth Paltrow checking id’s at the Motor Vehicle Bureau, or Jennifer Aniston at The Gap.  
Famous people in the most unlikely places is the premise of Promofilms new reality based television show where actors, celebrities and other high profile personalities play what could be the most difficult role of their lives – the part of a “regular person” working in a “regular job.”  
Despite their celebrity, the challenge of our talented contestants is to convince the people with whom they come in contact, that when confronted with the question – “is that you?” they can fully convince their accuser that they’re not who they really are. 

Each week the competition involves two famous people working in two different highly public, highly trafficked environments –stores, offices, restaurants -- that force the celebrities to come in contact with members of the public.  
Each celebrity contestant wins points for successfully convincing an accuser that it’s “not really them.”  At the end of the three-day ruse, the celebrity with the most points wins a two week salary bonus for the store/office/restaurant in which they have been working. 
Of course, the co-workers at each environment have a stake in the game. They know that the celebrity is there, and they also work to also help convince an accuser that it’s really not who they think it is. 

This fun and funny half-hour weekly will give us a peek at the private lives of each week’s celebrity contestants.  We see our high profile players at their luxury homes, involved in various activities, and follow them as they make their transition to “John Q.”
